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Introduction

Schedule 22 of O. Reg 170/03 requires the preparation by the water system
owner of a “Summary Report for Municipalities.” This requirement only applies to
large and small municipal residential systems. The Waldemar Heights Water
Supply System is classified as a Large Municipal Residential Drinking Water
System.
